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INSTALLATION:
1. Insert gauge wiring through the cup and secure it to the gauge.
2.	 Slide	 the	 gauge	 into	mounting	 cup.	 You	may	 need	 to	 trim	 the	 gauge’s	

mounting studs.
3. Cut double-sided tape adhesive to fit pedestal base.
4. Peel the one side of the double-sided adhesive and stick it to the bottom of the 

pedestal base.
5.	 Clean	 the	 vehicle’s	mounting	 surface	of	 any	dirt	 or	moisture	 using	provided	

alcohol cleaning wipe. 
6. Slide the gauge cup through the mounting strap.
7. Peel the exposed side of the adhesive from the bottom of the base.
8. Place the pedestal cup assembly in the desired mounting location and stick 

the base to the surface. The base is designed to bend for optimal adhesion 
to the contour of the surface. Apply firm pressure for 30 seconds to ensure 
proper adhesion.

9.     Tighten down the 3/32” hex head screws to secure the gauge.

Notes: • Modification to the gauges mounting studs does not void 
  warranty.
 • If gauge fits loosely, wrap provided tape around the case one 
  time just behind the bezel.
 • Temperature should be between 60°F and 110°F for proper 
  tape adhesion.
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
