Installation Instructions -

1) REMOVE ALL OTHER FLOOR MATS FROM
THE VEHICLE.

2) Select the correct WeatherTech® FloorLiner™
or All-Weather Floor Mat for the appropriate
floor location of the vehicle. In most
applications, LHS (Left Hand Side) or RHS
(Right Hand Side) is molded into the underside
of the floor mat adjacent to the part number
(W102-LHS, for example), and the FloorLiners™
will only fit the correct side of the vehicle. The
retention hook bosses, hook holes or retention
grommets (if equipped) are located towards
the rear or bottom portion of the FloorLiner™
or All-Weather Floor Mat, near the seat rails.
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3) Please ensure that you have either the
factory supplied retention hooks installed in
the floor (where applicable), or install the
specific supplied hooks that came with the
WeatherTech® FloorLiners™ or All-Weather
Floor Mats or if equipped, utilize the supplied
retention grommets or anchors.

4) Install the LHS (driver’s side) FloorLiner™ or
All-Weather Floor Mat on the driver’s side of
the vehicle. Insert the retention hooks or
engage the retention grommets (if applicable).
Pull the FloorLiner™ or All-Weather Floor Mat
forward to make sure that the retention hooks
or retention grommets are engaged and that
the mat is securely fastened to the floor. If you
are unable to fully insert the retention hooks
into and through the hook holes, or unable
to engage the retention grommets (where
applicable), do not use the FloorLiners™ or
All-Weather Floor Mats in the vehicle.

(if applicable) through their full range of
motion to confirm there is no interference with
the FloorLiner™ or All-Weather Floor Mat.
