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PROCEDURE 

1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.  

Carefully read and understand all  instructions before attempting installation.

4. For aluminum model step boards only, a hole needs to be drilled at approximately one inch in diameter to pass the wiring 

and connector through. See Figure 1. 

5. Obtain the Inner Plastic Mount (3-4). Press it into the end of the step board. See Figure 2.

6. Using the supplied Phillips Screws (6), secure the Inner Plastic Mount (3-4) to the step board. See Figure 3. 

2. If an unlighted end cap is already installed, remove it by unscrewing the two Phillips head screws on the underside of the 

step bar. Use Figure 3 for reference. 

3. Carefully remove the end cap from the step bar.

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7. Insert the LED Light (10) into the End Cap (1-2). This should be a press-in fit. See Figure 4. 

8. Connect the Wiring Harness (5) to the LED Light (10) and run the excess wire through the hole drilled in Step 1 

(aluminum models) or through the bottom of the step bar (stainless steel models). See Figure 4. 

9. Press the End Cap Assembly onto the Inner Plastic Mount (3-4). This should be a press-in fit. See Figure  5. Note– make 

sure the tabs on the End Cap (1-2) line up with the tabs on the Inner Plastic Mount (3-4).

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10. Locate a spot on the door and the cab of the truck to mount the magnetic switches. The switches must line up and cannot 

be more than 2 cm apart.  

11. Once a location is found, place the Double Sided Tape (9) as shown in Figure 6.

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13. Run the wiring harness to the engine compartment. Use Zip-Ties (7) as needed to secure slack wiring. See Figure 8.

15. Connect the Red Ring Connector to the positive terminal on the battery and the Black Ring Connector to the negative ter-
