If your

truck has a BED-LINER we sug-

gest you remove it to install

the Stake Pocket Bolts.

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* Insert stake pocket bolt #9

* Thread finger ftight nut #6 with washer #7 and
Lock washer #8 as shown.
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Install adhesive rubber strips on driver
side bracket #26 and passenger side
bracket #27

Install brackets #26, 27* (*passenger
side) onto BACKRACK.

Insert bolts #2 *IMPORTANT: install
bolts as shown to avoid damage to
fruck cab, rounded head towards
window, threads to the rear of truck**

Install washer #3 and lock nut #4
**IMPORTANT: the main BACKRACK
mount bolt (#4) is a fine threaded
bolt, ensure that the nut threads easi-
ly**. Leave loose, finished torque will
apply in final step.

Install tonneau adapter bracket #25

Place weld nut assembly #16 into position
under bed

Loosely thread in rear bolt with washers
#17 and #18 and jam nut #19.

Place washer #5, lock washer #4, and
thread nut #3 into stake pocket hole.

Position bracket forward and against in-
side rail.

Tighten nut #3 and tighten bolt #20

» SNug jam nut #19 to secure rear bolt.

* Place BACKRACK assembly from step 3
onto brackets (two people required for
lift and positioning)

Center BACKRACK assembly on truck, us-

ing top rear brake light as a visual guide.

Install (4x)1/2"-13 x 1.25" as shown. Washer

Snug down all nuts to bolts.
Final forque nuts A (4x)to 70 ft/lbs.
Final forque nut B (2x) to 60 ft/lbs.

Final torque nut C (2x) to 30 ft/lbs. (Unfil
lock washer flat)

IMPORTANT: ON A MONTHLY BASIS CHECK ALL FASTENERS FOR
CORRECT TORQUE

**Use supplied strap only when the original bed cover

Cover must be secured in the open position in order
to prevent wind damage to vehicle and or cover.

Loop strap around bottom tube of BACKRACK.

Snug strap using strap slide.

Feed strap through existing strap loop on your bed
cover.

Feed Strap trough quick tight buckle and tighten.

OPTIONAL REAR CLIP:
In some bed cover applications, the optional rear clip is required. To
determine if the rear clip is required for your application, measure the
mount point on your cover to ensure you will be able to clamp with-

out interfering with the adapter bracket assembly.
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
